CUSTODY/VISITATION NOTEBOOK

The development of our children can be enhanced by the transfer of information about the children between the parents/custodians.  In an effort to help in the transfer of this information, the parents/ custodians shall provide information to each other about the children in this Notebook.  As the children move from one parent/custodian to the other for overnight visitation, this Notebook shall follow them.  

The parent/custodian who has the children during a period of primary custody or visitation shall provide written information in this Notebook to the other parent/custodian about the children on issues, including, but not limited to the following:

1. The health of the children-any visits to the doctor which are scheduled or need to be scheduled, any medication that needs to be taken, any changes in the children’s medical health, any symptoms that need to be watched for, etc.

2. The education of the children-any conferences with the school that are scheduled or need to be scheduled, any work/projects that the children need to do, any changes in the children’s educational progress, any grades on essays, tests or exams, any absences from school not excused by the parent/custodian, etc.

3. The character/deportment of the children-any discipline referrals from the school, any discipline techniques that seem to work or to not work for the children, any violations of the law (whether arrested or not) by any of the children, any particular behavior that the other parent/custodian needs to be aware of, etc.

This Notebook is not meant to be used to

catalogue or record criticism of one party relating to the other.  The parties are reminded that the guardian ad litem and the Judge may review the Custody/ Visitation Notebook.  This Notebook should be brought to any hearing involving the children and/or involving compliance with a Custody/Visitation Order.
This form shall be placed in the front of a spiral notebook (not a notebook that has loose pages) which will be designated as the CUSTODY/ VISITATION NOTEBOOK.  The primary custodian shall purchase the NOTEBOOK during the odd years and the non-primary custodian shall purchase the NOTEBOOK in the even years.
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
